Following years require 30 volunteer hours and 10 hours of continuing education.  Applicants must be enrolled in the Master Gardner program which starts January 2012.  This can be completed on-line.  
Details: One scholarship of $250 will be awarded.  The money will be awarded after the successful completion of the Master Gardener Program.  The winner will be notified by mail and/or phone December 1, 2011.
